The
Sydney Morning Herald wrote of her showcase concert “Gardot feels and looks like a star” and when
you learn that she came to her current career through music therapy while recovering from a near fatal
accident, her talents are even more remarkable.

Multi award-winning and platinum selling songstress Katie Noonan has charmed Australian audiences
for more than a decade with her exquisite vocals. Katie’s most recent album ‘Blackbird’ was a beautiful
collection of Lennon-McCartney songs, recorded in New York with the cream of jazz musicians,
enabling her to combine her two loves of pop and jazz music.
